PUBLIC NOTICE OF ELECTION
Notice is given to electors of Montréal that:

1. Nominations for the office of mayor of Montréal, 18 offices of borough mayor, 46 offices
of city councillor, and 38 offices of borough councillor, in the boroughs and electoral
districts listed below, are now open.

2. The nomination paper forms for the offices of mayor of Montréal, borough mayor, city
councillor and borough councillor are available at the Bureau du président d’élection,
275, rue Notre-Dame Est, bureau R-134, Montréal, from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday
through Friday, as well as at each election office of the boroughs listed below, and at
ville.montreal.qc.ca/election.

Every nomination paper for the office of mayor of Montréal, as the candidate of an
authorized party or as independent candidate, must be filed with the Bureau du prési-
dent d‘élection, at the address above, between September 18 and October 2, 2009,
by 4:30 p.m. The returning officer, and Me Claude Groulx, as assistant, may receive
nomination papers.

Every nomination paper for the offices of borough mayor, city councillor and borough
councillor, as candidate of an authorized party or as independent candidate, must be
filed with the assistant returning officer of the borough where the candidate is running
for office, at the address shown below, between September 18 and October 2, 2009,
by 4:30 p.m. I have also appointed, for each borough, Me Claude Groulx, as assistant,
as well as the assistants listed below, in their respective boroughs, to receive nomi-
nation papers.

3. If more than one candidate is running for the same office, a poll will be held on
Sunday, November 1, 2009, from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m., and an advance poll will be held
on Sunday, October 25, 2009, from noon to 8 p.m., to elect a candidate.

4. Every person entered or entitled to be entered on the list of electors, solely as a non-
domiciled person on the territory of Montréal, may vote by mail, but must file a writ-
ten application with the returning officer no later than September 30, 2009, at 8 p.m.

Ballot papers will be mailed to those persons by the returning officer starting October
14, 2009, and must be received by the returning officer no later than October 30,
2009, at 4:30 p.m.

Non-domiciled electors who have filed an application to vote by mail and who, on
October 26, 2009, have not received their ballot papers, may contact the returning
officer to obtain them.
